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Audiology and Hearing Health Care
International Survey on Audiology Training and Practice

Aims of this survey

The purpose of this survey is to quantify and describe the current state of the profession of Audiology
and related hearing health care providers from an international perspective. The reasons for this include
the variation in training requirements for Audiologists around the world, the increasing community
demands for the provision of hearing health care and a world-wide shortage of Audiology practitioners,
especially in developing countries. Although there are differences in professional training of other health
care providers across countries, these are relatively much smaller than those that currently exist within
Audiology. Despite the differences in training, there is significant overlap in the scope of practice
amongst audiologists with different levels of training. This highlights the need to obtain a world-wide
picture of current audiology training programs and practice from an international perspective.

Your completion of this survey should take less than an hour and will contribute to a body of evidence
necessary for planning the future provision of audiology services especially in developing countries
where the need for service provision is greatest.

Background and Support

This survey forms part of the doctoral studies for a research project being undertaken through the
University of Western Australia. The objectives of the project, and, this survey in particular, has the
support of the International Society of Audiology (ISA). The project is consistent with the aims of the ISA
which is presently developing guidelines for best practice in training, rehabilitation provision and
professional ethics. The objectives of the project have also been discussed with Dr Andrew Smith from
the World Health Organisation’s (WHQO) Prevention of Deafness Program who indicated that he would
also be interested in the results of the survey. .
